Short History of Obe Sashatoon Light Infantry (ON.H.)

The 105th Regiment, Saskatoon Fusiliers, was created in 1912 with Headquarters in Saskatoon, later becoming
part of the Fifth Bn. C.E.F., which proceeded to England with the First Canadian Contingent in 1914.

Upon demobilization of the C.E.F. after the Great War, the Battalion was perpetuated by the First Bn.
North Saskatchewan Regiment. In 1924 the name of the Regiment was changed to the Saskatoon Light Infantry.

On the reorganization of the Canadian Militia in 1936 the Regiment became a machine gun unit, with Head-
quarters and three Companies in Saskatoon and one Company at Melfort, Saskatchewan.

On September Ist, 1939, the Battalion was mobilized as a unit of the C.A.S.F., proceeded under command
of Lieut.-Colonel A. E. Potts, E.D., to England, and landed on December |7th, all ranks having volunteered
for service overseas.

The Colours which are now presented are the gift of the citizens of Saskatoon.






Order of Ceremony

. The Regiment will be formed up in three sides of a square facing the Saluting Base.

- As soon as Her Majesty The Queen arrives at the Saluting Base, the Royal Salute will be given.

. Her Majesty will inspect the Regiment and then will return to the Saluting Base.

. The Colours are brought. from the rear to the centre of the Regiment. The Colours are uncased.
. The Consecration will then take place.

. Her Majesty will present the Colours and address the Regiment.

. The Colours, turned towards the centre of the square, will be given a General Salute.

. Three cheers will then be given for Her Majesty The Queen.

. The Regiment will march past in column of route and march off the parade ground.

. Her Majesty will leave the parade.
